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Parcel Information 2.4 acre Fairgrounds Property

Prop #CL-21 - 
Zoned – CH (Highway Commercial) This highly visible property is a landmark for travelers using the I-5 freeway between Portland & Seattle. Located at the northern gateway to the Portland/Vancouver metropolitan area. Adjacent to the Clark County Fair grounds entrance the property is easily accessed from I-5. This location, just north of the I-5 / I-205 intersection, has the highest traffic counts in the northern metro area (over 100,000 vehicles per day). Sitting on a slight rise this 2.4 acre site is ideal for a Hotel or any retail business needing high freeway visibility and location recognition. 

Property Description

The level, at grade rectangular site consists of two adjoining tax lots which front on, and have access to NE 10th Avenue, a two lane, two way asphalt pave public street. It has 386.55 ft. frontage on 10th Street, with 269.23 ft. depth. The North and West property lines border undeveloped Fairgrounds owned lands, and the South line borders unimproved Industrial zoned land. 
The site is fully serviced with public water, sanitary sewer, electricity, gas and telephone. There are no curbs or sidewalks on either side of 10th St. Although it is located across 10th St. from the I-5 freeway, the site is at grade, and has unrestricted exposure to the freeway, except for a chain link fence that runs along the freeway right of way. The site is clearly visible to northbound freeway traffic from a point about 1,000 feet South where the freeway crests, and to Southbound traffic from more than ¼ mile North. The 179th St. underpass is located about 1,700 ft. North from the subject's North property line. 
The property is strategically located where freeway traffic volume peaks, about 1 mile North from the point of I- 5 / 205 convergence, and about 1,700 ft. South from the SR 502 ramps after which traffic volume diminishes by 26%. It is the only CH zoned site available that is exposed to peak traffic, and which is at freeway grade. Land to the South is zoned for industrial use, and land to the North is Fairgrounds or developed commercial land. That which is located in the vicinity of the interchange is below grade West of the freeway, and above grade East. 

4.5 acre Fairgrounds Property

Adjoining the Highway Commercial 2.4 acre parcel to the south this parcel is a gently sloping rectangle 657.55 feet deep (east to west) and 297.67 feet of frontage on 10th Street. This property also has high freeway visability. It is zoned ML (Light Manufacturing) a zone which permits a great number of commercial, retail, and manufacturing uses.
